Thoughts from  

the Interim Head of School,  

Bill Coursey 
 

Today I found myself re-reading the 

school’s mission statement as if I 

were searching for a twinkling gem 

of logic that would make my task 

easier.  To be truthful, our mission 

is very similar to others, something 

one would expect from other Catholic 

schools. Cited is our responsibility to 

create and sustain a ”challenging 

learning environment grounded in 

Christian values.”  This environment 

“will empower our students to en-

gage in a life of service, challenging 

them to become leaders, and encour-

aging them to share the message of 

God.” 

 

As educators, we interpret the mis-

sion statement to serve as the well-

spring we return to for clearer under-

standing. In orientation sessions for 

new teachers, parents, and  

Trustees, we take the time to discuss 

how we share and interpret the mis-

sion. 

 

Ultimately, we must all be in sync as 

we create the future school. As the 

Interim 

Head of School, my responsibility is 

to lead a process that will “modify 

what has been into what can be.” 

 

As a Catholic school, yet ecumenical 

in its views, Holy Cross School has 

been shaped by events and program-

matic experiences that range over a 

period of 130 years. Within the  

School there is a sense of order, a 

sense of history, and a sense of 

adoration for those who guided the 

school whether it was for a year or 

for years. From my Interim Head 

position, I see the future as rich yet 

demanding, holding to the Catholic 

view and experiences 

that are tailored legacy events. To 

see and hear our priests enriching 

our day brings to mind that Holy 

Cross is wonderful school with 

much diversity.  

 

We are a school in a change mode. 

 

The ingredients of change in the 

main have been identified by vari-

ous groups and are either addressed 

or on a wait-list. The Rapid Action 

Committee (RAC) has established a 

501©(3) Foundation  supportive and 

under the aegis of the school. The 

current capital campaign, Cam-

paign 130, is the capital fund voice 

that has committed to raising 

$1,000,000 over the next two 

years. With monies donated to 

Campaign 130, the school has been 

able to replace older computers, 

buy “Smart boards,” proper desks 

for both students and teachers, 

RAC has also been responsible for 

changes to the campus areas with 

new signage, new entry way, paint-

ing through out the building, etc. 

The Rapid Action Committee is in 

tune with all of the physical needs 

of the school, and they are anxious 

to take on major projects so that the 

school is contemporary in every 

sense. 

 

The cost of educating a child de-

mands more than just pocket 

change. For Holy Cross the op-

erational budget is just a shade 

below two million dollars. Tui-

tion pays only 76% of the actual 

costs. That equates to about 

$1,400,000. Other fees, like ath-

letic fees, make up about 

$385,000. The last form of sup-

port comes from tax-free gifts to 

the school. A quick summary of 

the resources cites that an addi-

tional $200,000 per year is 

needed in order to fully fund the 

school’s operation.  

 

There is an easier way to pay for 

all of the educational needs our 

teachers require as employees of 

the school… raise tuition. For 

example, in Central Virginia we 

have annual tuitions that range 

from $5000 to $17,500. Holy 

Cross is in the lower 25%. To 

assist parents who make sacri-

fices in their life style in order 

that their children experience 

Holy Cross, the school assists 

families through financial aid 

and scholarships.  Ultimately, 

the administration works to pro-

vide financial aid to families 

through the use of FACTS, a 

service that helps to determine 

an amount that families should 

be able to pay for tuition. An-

other way we can stretch our 

revenue is to realize that when 

we donate tax-free dollars to the 

school, we are keeping the tui-

tion lower.
