From the Head of School 
 

With the turn of the calendar pages to January 2009, a very pleasant thought crosses my mind.… it’s okay to 

be bullish when it comes time to describing our July to January half year here at Holy Cross Catholic School. 

And if it is January, it is time for the admin folks to be preparing for 2009-10 school year. They are fully en-

gaged in producing the best recruiting year ever. 

 

First, take a look at our indicators:  

 

Enrollment. Where we were losing students, over the last six months we have had a net gain of twenty stu-

dents. No other school in our diocese can match that statistic. On receipt are just over 100 qualified queries for 

2009-10 consideration. Full-time Director of Admissions, and former Director of Admissions at Randolph Col-

lege, has put together a marketing plan that I expect to be very successful.  

 

A singular fact about increasing enrollment is that 80% of new students learn of Holy Cross by word of mouth. 

For current parents who want to make a difference, this fact suggests that a campaign to advance enrollment 

calls for everyone to “talk up” the excellence of a Holy Cross education. Numerous Open House events are 

scheduled for the following dates: January 24, 26; February 6, 13, 20, 27th, and March 5th. If you have a pros-

pect family for 09-10, make arrangements for them to visit the school.. to tour our campus, to talk with teach-

ers, Head of School, and others. 

 

New Programs. Beginning this spring, Holy Cross will open its After School Program to the public. This pro-

gram will continue to be in operation throughout the summer. A new program …Holy Cross’ Camp and Care 

…. Will open the week of June 15th and run through August 7th. Parents will sign up for the entire summer 

weeks or, sign up for a week at a time. Look for more “Camp and Care” info in early February. 

 

Swift and thorough communications. If there is anything that irks a parent, it is too much time between a 

concern and a resolution. The faculty and administration are working diligently to change that paradigm.  

 

Working with our priests. Over the period of this school year, the school and its 

supporting priests have struck a new interest in each other’s responsibilities. The presence of Monsignor Rush 

(member of the advisory Board and Search Committee) Fathers Kelly, Gallagher, Mooney, McNally, and Dea-

con Cartwright on campus, leading a mass or providing their perspective has given the school a new dimension 

as we look to the future. 

 

Just as I found my first six months to be intriguing, I look forward to the next six as a period of many suc-

cesses and a new sense of Holy Cross’s place in the educational milieu.

Second Grade Happenings! 

Elementary News 

First grade 
 
We use our Smartboard each 
morning for a morning message 
along with other activities  
throughout the day. In December 
we enjoyed a joke of the day along 
with an Advent Countdown until 
Christmas vacation. 
 
Now we are "Weather Watchers" 
in January.  We are charting the 
weather symbols for the day and 
graphing the weather each week. 
We are studying the types of 
clouds, energy, the 3 states of 
matter, and light. We are also 
making a book by drawing illustra-
tions of our weather words, and 
our fun experiments. Think snow!  

Pre-K 
 
January is transportation month in 
Pre-Kindergarten. We will be ex-
ploring the various methods of 
transportation and why they are 
important. We will also discuss 
winter weather and the habits of 
animals in the winter. Our author of 
the month study is Donald Crews 
as most of his books deal with 
transportation.  
 

Kindergarten 
January is 'Dinosaur' month! The 
class will be making paper mache 
bones and plaster fossil prints. The 
boys and girls will be learning dino-
saur names and measuring the 
length of T-Rex and other dino-
saurs. While pretending to be dino-
saurs the children will also be 
watching for snowflakes and ici-
cles. They will be painting, draw-
ing, cutting, counting, reading and 
writing about snowflakes and 
snowmen, in hopes of seeing 
some real ones falling outside!  

Third grade 
Third graders are getting their 
"facts" straight! Multiplication 
facts, that is. To help students 
understand and memorize facts, 
we make arrays with our "pink 
squares", we arrange ourselves 
in equal groups, we use fun 
websites, we write them in our 
journals, we count in equal 
groups, and we taked timed 
quizzes to get faster. If you are 
curious about the facts, come 
and visit! 

4th grade is learning about Vir-
ginia's Powhatan Indian tribes. 
We have enjoyed doing re-
search online, and now we are 
writing an essay on Powhatan 
life. We are also learning long 
division, an important 4th grade 
math skill!  
 

Fifth Grade 
 
The Fifth Grade class has cre-
ated a weekly news show that is 
available for viewing by the en-
tire student body. The students 
are responsible for story ideas, 
script, set design, filming and 
editing. The show covers events 
happening on campus as well 
as off campus activities. The 
show uses four anchors and a 
rotating list of reporters. It is 
amazing the amount of time that 
goes into a 5-10 minute new's 
show. The students spend their 
free time as well as after school 
to complete the project. We are 
very proud of what they have 
accomplished in the short 
amount of time they have been 
producing the shows.
